The central theme of this story is clearly deliverance – God placed a 
young woman strategically to save his people from death  
  
After pondering the Lord’s deliverance through Mordecai and Esther, look 
at these verses and write a prayer, requesting deliverance you need 
today, and thanking God for the ways in which he has brought 
deliverance in your own life.  Name specific things that you need, and 
past dates and events that demonstrate his mercy to you: 
  
Ps. 3:7-8  Arise Lord!  Deliver me, my God.  From the Lord comes 
deliverance. 
  
Ps. 32:7  You are my hiding place, you will protect me from trouble and 
surround me with songs of deliverance. 
  
Ps. 54:7  You have delivered me from all my troubles, and my eyes have 
looked in triumph on my foes.  
  
Ps. 56:13  You have delivered me from death and my feet from stumbling, 
that I may walk before God in the light of life.  
  
Ps. 144:7  Reach down your hand from on high; deliver me and rescue 
me from the mighty waters… 
  
Prov. 20:22  Do not say “I’ll pay you back for this wrong!”  Wait for the 
Lord, and he will avenge you.  
  
Matt. 6:13  Lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from the evil one. 
  
2 Cor. 1:10  God has delivered us from deadly peril, and he will deliver us 
again.  On him we have set our hope that he will continue to deliver us.
